INTERVIEW QUESTIONS
Start by praying for the student, that God would remove any anxious thoughts, and that they would
be able to articulate clearly why God is calling them to this opportunity.

[April 10, 2010 in London], training, prayer, etc, etc.)?

Pray for the whole process, but also specifically for their “fear
leading up to the trip”, and affirm their strength and what they will bring and contribute to the
team!
